A citizen's initiative to tax the cruise ship industry and enforce stricter environmental
standards has been approved by Lt. Gov. Loren Leman for the August 2006 primary.

The initiative would institute a $50 head tax and a 33 percent tax on onboard
gambling revenue, and would subject the industry to Alaska's corporate income tax.
